Dear members and esteemed friends,

With great sadness | must inform you the death of Prof. Dr. Omeljan
Pritsak who passed away on May 29, 2006. The 87 year old internationally
known scholar died of heart failure at Massachusetts General Hospital. A
world renown Turkologist and scholar of Ukrainian studies, Omeljan Pritsak
was professor of Turkology and linguistics at Harvard University from 1964
to 1989. He was co founder of the Ukrainian Research Institute at Harvard,
and was well known for raising millions of dollars from Ukrainian
communitiesin North Americato establish three chairs at Harvard
University for Ukrainian studies. His motto, according to Dr. Lubomyr
Hajda, associate director of the Ukrainian Institute, was"if itis

impossible, let'sdoit!”

Professor Pritsak was always proud of being the last student of world
renown Ukrainian orientalist and historian A. Krimsky, the founder of the
Institute of Oriental Studiesin Kiev. After his retirement from Harvard
University, Prof. Pritsak returned to Kiev and revived the Institute of
Oriental Studieswhich was closed during Stalin's reign, and became its
first director.

He was one of the humblest academicians one can ever meet. He loved to
converse in Turkish, and when he was honored by Turkish Government for his
contributions to Turkish studies, he delivered his acceptance speech in
Turkish. Despite his busy schedule, Prof. Pritsak always found time to
discuss the plight of the Crimean Tatars, and always wanted to know how the
struggle of Crimean Tatars was going. When Prof Pritsak re established the
Institute of Oriental Studiesin Kiev in 1990, he made sure that a branch
of the institute opened in Crimeato give Crimean Tatar students an
opportunity to study there.

Prof. Pritsak accepted to be my mentor and encouraged me to enroll in the
Institute of Oriental Studies. He always introduced me as " Talebem
Mubeyyin- my student Mubeyyin." an honor | will cherish forever.

Omeljan Pritsak is survived by his second wife Larysa Pritsak, his
daughter Irene Pritsak and his grandchildren Mishka and Lylina.

The Ukrainian Institute of Harvard will have aspecia memorial services



in October of 2006 at Harvard University to celebrate the life of this
great scholar.

Prof. Pritsak's passing isindeed a great loss. It isaloss of agreat
friend, teacher and mentor, aloss of an extraordinary scholar and also a
loss of agreat native son of Ukraine. | extend my deepest sympathy and
condolences to his family, friends, colleagues and the Ukrainian people.

Dear colleagues,
1 just learnt the sad news about the untimely death of Professor Pritsak.

I had an opportunity to meet with Professor Pritsak back in Kyiv in the
early 1990s, when Omeljan Iosypovych started to build from scratch
the Oriental Institute, now an important part of the National

Academy of Sciences of Ukraine.

The history of his enormous efforts to build this institution once
conceived by Ahatanhel Kryms'kyi is yet a scholarly desideratum.,

An important part of the history of the Oriental

Institute should cover Professor Pritsak's

attempt to introduce high standards of western scholarship
into the post-communist Ukrainian science, and his

fights against bureaucratic red tape, ossified ideology,

and bigotry of some influential monsters in the Academy
of Sciences.

Perhaps another part of this story would be

Omeljan Iosypovych's desire to

identify and bring together scholars working on various
aspects of Oriental languages, history and culture, and
his tolerance and patience toward all those whose
nascent and somewhat amateurish interest had recently
brought them to the discovery of Oriental studies.
Omeljan Tosypovych's tolerance was particularly
amazing for it stemmed from his respect

toward colleagues, whoever they

were, not on a condescending attitude toward them.

Back in early 1990s I taught Spanish philology at Kyiv
Shevchenko University and at certain point

became interested in Medieval Spanish-Jewish interaction,
particularly in the history of the reception of Khazarian legend
by the Jews in Spain. I came to Omeljan Iosypovych and met
his enthusiastic support for my endeavors, very amateurish
indeed.



Omeljan Iosypovych modesty, a sign of a great scholar
and a wonderful human soul, made him a very rare figure
in the Academy of Sciences. In this sense

Omeljan losypovych may be compared only to Andrii
Oleksandorvych Bilets'kyi, yet another representative

of the bygone epoch when scholarship and what

they call in Ukrainian "poriadnist" were inseparable.

I'had a number of opportunities to discuss my research

and scholarly projects with Omeljan losypovych. I waited for him
near his office and I remember how

he walked slowly, even modestly, through the shabby

corridor of the second

floor of the Stalinist building in Hrushevs'kyi Street, 4,

painted in repugnant bluish colors of the correction

colony. He looked strange among his colleagues,

who walked through the same corridors

proudly carrying their formidable egos.

I am immensely grateful to the memory of

Omeljan losypovych. He was the one who encouraged

me to undertake a research in Judaic studies, and

who wrote for me a letter of recommendation to Rothschild
Fellowship which, once I received it, gave a start to

my new academic career.

My debt to Professor Pritsak cannot be conveyed in words.
I would very much like to be part of the commemoration of
Omeljan Iosypovych in the coming fall.

Please pass my deepest condolences to the family and colleagues.

It is with sadness that we mark the passing of Omeljan Pritsak, who has contributed so much to furthering our
understanding of early Ukrainian history and appreciation of the multi-cultural aspects that continue to forge the
identity of modern Ukraine. The nation is indebted to his academic achievements and the enduring legacies he has
left.

I include myself as one of the many beneficiaries of his scholastic endeavours, as several of my closest advisers
benefited from studying at the Harvard Ukrainian Research Institute, which he founded in 1973.

On his retirement, Professor Pritsak reinvested his considerable energies into reviving academic studies in the
country of his birth and was duly elected as the first foreign member of the Ukrainian Academy of Sciences.
Today, the generations of students he influenced, will pause to remember him, not simply for his achievement but
for his spirit, for he was never afraid to challenge conventional thinking in pushing back the boundaries of
knowledge and learning: a true son of Ukraine.

I wish to pass my sincerest condolences to his wife Larysa Hvozdik Pritsak, his daughter Irene Pritsak,
grandchildren Lailina Eberhard and Michael Wissoff, and all at the Ukrainian Research Institute and Harvard
University.
